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We had hoped to be able to hold an AGM of the parish, at which the accounts for last year would have been presented.   It now seems that this will not be possible this year.   However, I am including with the Newsletter this weekend a summary of the parish accounts for 2019.   Financially it was a good year for us.   We improved the heating system in St Peter’s, spending thirty thousand pounds, and still we nearly broke even.





Key to the success was that collection income was sustained and there was a significant increase in donations, especially from weddings.





We have begun to make a contribution to the insurance and utility bills of St Joseph’s, which we use every Sunday.   We have decided to pay one seventh of these bills.





Unfortunately the picture for 2020 will not be so rosy.   With no Masses for 18 weeks, collection income is down, and the weddings planned for this year have mostly been postponed.   We are probably heading for a  substantial loss this year.





We are planning to make improvements to the St Joseph’s Cemetery.   The finance committee is studying these proposals..   Urgent work will need to be done, even if this means we have to eat into our reserves.

How much should I give in my weekly collection?





The Catholic Church offers no guidelines on how much an individual should donate on a Sunday.   This is up to each individual’s conscience.   However, as a rough guide, calculate how much an hour of your time is worth and see if you can afford to make this a regular weekly contribution.   Gift Aid makes a big difference, so if you are a tax payer, please consider this.    Some people have begun to make their contribution with a Standing Order.   This helps as we receive a steady income, even if the person is not able to come to Mass.
